Highlights from the Oct & Nov 2007 Board
of Directors meeting

(Note: Board meetings are scheduled for 6pm of the rst
Wed of the month at CCA. All members are welcome to
attend the meetings. For more information or to submit
an agenda item, contact Mike Frankel at acfpres@hotmail.

1. FOS 2007 e nal pro tand loss statement was
submitted. Total income was $16,401.70 and total expenses
were $14,837.21, leaving a net gain of $1,564.49. Of note
in the income section was the addition of income from
participants who chose to pay extra in lieu of volunteer
hours. Expenses included $4,336.12 for the anniversary
catalogs, an expense that will be recovered with the sale of
the remaining catalogs.

2.FOS 2008 It was decided to change the weekend

of FOS to minimize con icts with other events in town
and the dates of Sept.20 21 have been selected. It was
suggested that Appetizers start the week before FOS and
continue for 3 weeks after but this didnt tinto CCAs




schedule for 2008 so Appetizers will run from 8/23
through 9/21 with the idea of having the new schedule
in 2009. ere was also discussion about holding other
events at CCA during the month of Appetizers (such as
performances, etc.) to keep the momentum going in the
month between the opening and FOS.

3. Other 2008 events e Recycled show will open on 4/5
and close on 4/30. e Marketplace will take place 5/3 &

4 at CCA. Night Visions (not an ACF function) will be at
CCA in Sept/Oct 2008.

4. Diedra Silbert of the Flagsta Public Arts Commission
shared details of the PAWS program where youth groups
under the tutelage of an artist will decorate 40 berglass
mountain lion statues. e mountain lion sculptures will
then be displayed throughout Flagsta for the next several
years. e Board voted to support the project. No details
were given about what that support entails.

5. e subject of volunteers was discussed extensively. is is
a real problem as too few people are doing too much work.
At the October meeting there were suggestions to require

5 hours minimum of service to be a member of ACF and
to charge $100 to members who participated in shows but
did not volunteer to help.  ese passed in October but were
reconsidered in November after members stepped forward
at the October general meeting to chair the Recycled show
and FOS. So, it was decided at the November meeting to
give a discount on fees to members participating in ACF
sponsored events who also volunteer.  is extra fess from
non-volunteers will be used to cover some of the tasks so
that those volunteering do not get burned out.

6. Jack Delaporte, chair of the ACF performing arts section,
announced a plan for doing a performance combining
music with ne art by having an artist create a painting or
drawing inspired by the music being played. is might

be done in cooperation with the Hozoni Foundation as a
fundraiser for their studio.

7. e policy for classi ed ads in the ACF newsletter will
change starting with the February 2008 issue. Ads of 30
words or less will be free to members on a space available
basis. e ads should not be for ongoing businesses or
services but rather to advertise supplies, studio space, art
groups, and the like. All other classi ed ads (or ads from
non-members) will continue to cost $10 per issue.
